• The Prematurity Prevention Initiative (PPI) is supported by funding by the Community 
Health and Wellness Unit 

• PPI goal is to reduce premature births and maternal mortality among black families. 
• PPI aims to reduce these rates among black families in New Jersey and informs the 

community on chronic diseases and their impacts on babies’ health. 
• PPI also shares information on preventative measures available to birthing persons, 

including medication designed to prevent premature births. 
• Offers Community and Professional programs 
• PPI also attends many community events where we provide promotional information, 

fact sheets, and health promotion materials
